The numbers listed below correspond to the tasks for the Communicator emblem in the Adventure Corps Explorer handbook.
1. Verbal Communication:

· Have Explorers volunteer to pray for your next upcoming United Divine Service.
· Enlist an Explorer to give a testimony for your next upcoming United Divine Service.

· [image: image1.wmf]Help the Explorer prepare his testimony with the attached “Can I Get a Witness” worksheet.

· Using the Salvation Army Songbook as a source, have the Explorer select a song he likes and recite it as a poem.

· Don’t include the natural breaks for singing, but rather recite/read the song.

· Example – You Sing….

· Amazing Grace how sweet the sound…that saved a wretch like me!
· You would recite….

· Amazing grace how sweet the sound that saved a wretch like me!  I once was lost but now am found.  Was blind but now I see.
· Game Idea: Telephone

· Have boys sit in a circle.

· One person selects a simple phrase and whispers it into the ear of the boy sitting next to him.

· The phrase can only be told to the boy’s neighbor once.  It cannot be repeated.

· Let the phrase travel around the circle.

· At the end of the circle, reveal the phrase.

· Discuss how it changed and how our verbal communication can often times be unclear.
2. Audio Visual Communication:
· Create a short music video or skit.
· Record it using a video camera or the video function on a cell/smart phone.
· Suggestions/Ideas:
· Select a popular and well known Sunday School chorus.
· Parody a popular song commonly heard on the radio (leader input will definitely be needed here!).
· Have the Explorers form an “air band,” mimicking playing instruments, and play/sing along with the song.
· Read/tell a Bible Story.  Have the boys act out the story as it is read/told with no rehearsal.  
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· Watch the video as a troop and give helpful feedback/critiques.  Ask questions like:
· What message were we trying to communicate?
· Do you think that message was effectively communicated?  Why or why not?
· What could we do different or better?
· What about the process did you enjoy?  Why?
· If appropriate, show the video as part of a united troop meeting or a United Divine Service Sunday.
3. Exploring Body & Sign Language 
· Play the game Adventure Corps Pictionary with your troop.  This will require members to draw pictures/symbols to express the following Adventure Corps topics and ideas from the emblem:

Introducing the Topic:
· We need to be in communication with God.                                            Page 2 of 3 
· Not only because He loves us and we love Him, but also because He WANTS to hear from us!

· God has always communicated with us…throughout the ages…and still does!
Explore Scripture:
· Look up the following verses and discover how God has communicated with His people:

1. Exodus 31:18 (written word – commandments on stone tablets)
2. Genesis 41:25 (dreams)

3. Exodus 3:1-2 (physical sign – a burning bush)

4. Psalm 97:6 (through creation – across the heavens)

Conclusion/Application:
· What are some ways you communicate with God?

· Allow time for boys to share prayer requests.

· We need to remember communication with God is a two way street.

· God communicates with us.

· We need to communicate with Him too!

· Close time together with corporate prayer, bringing the boy’s requests before God.
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
