EXPLORER 
FIRST AIDER

First aid is the immediate care given to someone injured or suddenly ill.  In order to respond quickly when someone is injured we must be prepared.
Make sure the Explorer know their areas Emergency Numbers. These numbers could be written on a label to be added to First Aid Kit.

Speakers
Have a local First Responder (Nurse, Doctor, Red Cross, Paramedic, or Fire Department) come and teach First Aid to your group.

Craft
Make a first aid kit in a shoe box by covering a shoe box with white paper and glue on a red cross make from construction paper.  Other variations are to let the kids be creative and decorate 
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the shoe box however they like.  Every box should include the following:  bandages, gauze squares, adhesive tape, thermometer, ice pack, hydrogen peroxide, rubbing alcohol, scissors, tweezers, cotton balls, calamine lotion, and disposable gloves.
Activity                            
First Aid Relay:  
Supplies:  First Aid Kit, Mannequin, My Size Barbie Doll, or a Volunteer, and Index Cards.
On the index cards write different accidents that need first aid.
	Examples: 
			1.  This person fainted.  What do you need to do?
			2.  This person is chocking.  What do you need to do?
			3.  This person was stung by a bee.  What should you do?
			4.  This person skinned her knee.  What should you do?
When it is your turn you will run down to the table and draw a card.  Read the card. Perform the correct procedure on the mannequin/volunteer.  When you think you are done taking care of the volunteer then run back to your line and tag the next person.
Variations: 
 This activity can be done verbally as a class asking for a volunteer to come and perform the correct procedure.
Telephone Operator:
Have children use a pretend phone and practice what they would tell an emergency worker (911 Operator) when there what an accident.  The leader can be the Operator and each child can have a chance to participate.
Devotion
Time Needed:  10 minutes
Scripture Reference:  Parable of the Good Samaritan Luke 10: 25-37
Props:  Give each child a Band-Aid.  
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Tell the story of the Good Samaritan or have the children act it out as you read it.  Ask the children the same question that Jesus asked the lawyer: “which of the three was the neighbor?”  Explain to the children that we should always be kind to those around us and we should treat others as we would want to be treated.  They have been given a Band-Aid to remember to always be a neighbor to everyone.
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
