Materials Needed:

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Object: 
To have each boy go around corps building taking pictures of their corps (Ex. Holiness table, flags, uniform, etc.) and understand the significance of each item.
Once the pictures are taken, re-collect the cameras, develop the film, and then help them put together a picture memory book of their corps so that they can take it home.

Devotional:  


Genesis 1-2  

In the story of creation we see where God sets out to create a work of beauty-thru His eye.

Verse 1 tells us He created the Heavens and the Earth and thought there was emptiness and darkness.   God said “let there be light” and so there was light.  Just as God created light, verse 6 speaks about God creating water, in verse 11 He creates land, in verse 20, it is the fish that He creates.  In verse 24 He decides to create animals and in verse 26, His last and best creation, was in the form of man.  In verse 31 God looked around and saw all that He had made and thought that it was very good.


Just as God looked around and saw all that He had made, remind yourself that you too are what God has made- from the very hairs on your head, as you will find in Matthew 10:30, to the smallest bone in your body.   Our God knows you. He loves you, 
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for He tells us in Jeremiah 29:11-13 “For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the Lord, “plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future. Then you will call upon me and come and pray to me and I will listen to you. You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart.”

So as you go around the corps building taking pictures, through your eyes, and later developing those pictures for your scrap book, don’t forget to share with the others in your troop that it is God who created you and shares with you all the beauty of this earth.  This includes your corps and its’ beauty and you will want to share it
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
