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TRACKING

Party Animals
In this activity, the Explorers will use all of their tracking skills to find the location of the “animal” party. This activity can either be done individually or in pairs.

Materials
Party (Picnic Style)



Tracking Activity

Plates





Cut-Outs of Animal Tracks
Napkins




Paper
Small Snacks




Pens
Juice Boxes

Blanket (for the floor)

Cut-Out Pictures of Assigned Animals
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Set-Up
Using the cut-outs of the animal tracks (one type of animal per path), plot out several different paths that lead from either the chapel or another main meeting room to the “Party” room before the party starts. In the party room, set up the picnic on the floor, and place cut-outs of the animals whose tracks were used around the room.
Activity
Each explorer or pair will be assigned one animal (options could include a bear, deer, squirrel, or any other type of animal). They will be told that their animals are waiting for them at the party and have left clues to find where it is at. The explorers must follow their animal tracks to find the party. The explorers will also be given a pen and paper to write down their progress as they go along. You can make the paths as simple or as elaborate as you would like. If you are going to send the explorers outdoors, remember to have adequate supervision.
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Devotion
Just like you followed the tracks to find your way here, God has shown us how to find our way to Him. He gave us the map that we need, the Bible, to see what direction we need to go. The Bible tells us the good things that we should do, and also tells us the bad things that we shouldn’t. If we follow the path the Bible lays out for us, we will find our way to God. But Jesus doesn’t leave us on the path alone. He has sent his Holy Spirit to come along with us, and to help us when we get lost and can’t find our way.
