EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS

Emergency Survival Kits
Different areas of the country will have differing emergency threats.  Some areas are prone to flooding, while others may be more prone to tornados or sever winter storms.  No matter where you live, you need to have a plan of how you will survive in the event of an emergency.  

Local officials and relief workers will be on the scene after a disaster, but they cannot reach everyone immediately. You could get help in hours, or it might take days. In addition, basic services such as electricity, gas, water, sewage treatment, and telephones may be cut off for days, or even a week or longer.   This means each family should have an emergency kit with enough food, water, and other supplies in sufficient quantity to last for at least three days.

Find out from local fire department, police department, etc. to learn about threats for your area and then work with your family to make a survival kit that applies to the threats for your area.
Making a Basic Survival Kit:
(Water – plan for at least one gallon, per person, per day.  That means you will need at least 3 gallons of water for each person in your family.  You can purchase water or collect and sterilize milk jugs to fill with tap water.  Rotate the water often to make sure it is fresh.

Household (chlorine) bleach and medicine dropper – In an emergency, you can use bleach to treat water by adding 16 drops of regular household liquid bleach per gallon of water. IMPORTANT:  Do not use scented, color safe or bleaches with added cleaners.

Food – non perishable food supplies to last each family member for three days.  If you are adding canned goods, be sure you include a can opener that will not require electricity.

Flash lights and batteries

Matches and candles (store in a waterproof container)

Diaper wipes or moist towelettes

Plastic trash bags for sanitation, ground cover, etc.

Whistle (to signal for help)

Large plastic trash can or tote for storing items
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To Think About:  
If you have infants, pets or persons requiring medications, make sure you have a plan for meeting their special needs and are prepared to provide for them for three days as well.  What will you add to your personal kit?
