[image: image2.wmf]This is a beginning exercise that may be used to help Rangers learn to use a compass and to think about direction, distance and the need for accuracy in orienteering activities. It may be used indoors, in a gym or a large multipurpose room to teach the basics of orienteering before taking your group outside for a real orienteering adventure.  

Supplies
· Paper 

· [image: image3.wmf]Yardstick or tape measure

· Pencil 

· Compass  

Instructions
After Rangers learn basic points of direction, put their new skills to the test.  

Mark a starting point on the floor using masking or painters’ tape. Help Rangers to determine which direction is north. The young people will then use the following chart to map out the course on the floor and reproduce it on paper. 

For the drawing, use the scale ½ inch = 5 feet.

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If Rangers are successful, they will end up back at the spot where they started and have a completed drawing which is a closed shape that looks something like this.  NOTE: “S” indicates the starting point.
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Optional:  After completing this course, divide your troop into groups and ask each to design a simple course for the other to follow.  

Devotional
Scripture: 2 Timothy 3:1-5,15-17(MSG)

“Don't be naive. There are difficult times ahead. As the end approaches, people are going to be self-absorbed, money-hungry, self-promoting, stuck-up, profane, contemptuous of parents, crude, coarse, dog-eat-dog, unbending, slanderers, impulsively wild, savage, cynical, treacherous, ruthless, bloated windbags, addicted to lust, and allergic to God. They'll make a show of religion, but behind the scenes they're animals. Stay clear of these people…There's nothing like the written Word of God for showing you the way to salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. Every part of Scripture is God-breathed and useful one way or another—showing us truth, exposing our rebellion, correcting our mistakes, training us to live God's way. Through the Word we are put together and shaped up for the tasks God has for us.”  

Focus of Devotional Thought
The Apostle Paul talks about what people will be like at the end of time.  Does any of this sound familiar?  Self-absorbed, money-hungry, self-promoting, stuck-up, profane, contemptuous of parents, crude, coarse, dog-eat-dog, unbending, slanderers, impulsively wild, savage, cynical, treacherous, ruthless, bloated windbags, addicted to lust, and allergic to God…and that’s just the people in the churches!  Paul says they are making a show of religion, or pretending to be Christians, but they are really acting like animals.  

Nobody is perfect, not even in the best corps or church, but we are supposed to be trying our best to steer clear of the bad behaviors Paul is talking about. That can be hard to do when there are so few people who can lead us on the right path.  So how can we find our way when there is no one to follow?
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The Bible is our compass. There's nothing like the written Word of God for showing you the way to salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.  

When we use God’s Word for guidance and direction, we can always trust it to show us the truth and the right direction to go.  When we follow its teachings, it will always lead us along the right path to the place God wants us to be.
