VIDEO PRODUCTION

Film and Video are very popular in our society right now.  From the Movie Theater to Youtube, we see videos just about everywhere we look.  Video is a great way to tell a story and we all have our favorites.

Telling a Story
We love to hear and see good stories.  There are a lot of factors that go into telling a good story.  Memorable characters, conflict and resolution and engaging themes are some of those factors.  Every good story will have a clear beginning, middle and end.

To earn this emblem, your first task is to look for a good story told through video and demonstrate your knowledge of the beginning, middle and end of the story.

· Either on television or youtube (Always get your parents permission to go on the internet!), find a good story and write out a few sentences describing the beginning, middle and end of the story.

Creating a Video
Videos don’t just make themselves.  A lot of planning and preparation go into every good video project.  To tell your own story through video your next tasks are:

· “Storyboard” your story.  When we “Storyboard” a video, we plan on what the camera is going to capture by sketching out the scene.  We’ve included a “Storyboard” for Jack & Jill as an example.  Draw out at least 10 scenes from your life as they might look through a video camera.  (Remember to also have a Beginning, Middle and End).  You can create a “Day In The Life Of Me”, “My Life Story”, “What My Corps/Church Means to Me”, or you can come up with an idea on your own.
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Bonus Step

If you have access to a video camera, it’s time to put it all together!  Pick 5 of your “Storyboard” scenes and use your Corps Rangers Troop to help make a video.

· Write a short script so each character knows who they are and what to say.
· Create the 5 scenes by choosing appropriate locations and setting up the camera.
· Look for good “Shot Composition” by deciding what goes into each Camera shot (number of people, scenery, props, etc)

Devotional
Telling Your Story

Scripture:

Let the redeemed of the Lord tell their story- those he redeemed from the hand of the foe. 

Psalm 107:2 (NIV)

When I was a little boy, I had an uncle who was the best storyteller I knew.  Whenever I would visit, my cousins and I would get ready for bed each night, excited to hear the stories we were about to hear.  I don’t know where he came up with some of the stories he would tell, but they were fantastic, making my imagination run wild.

Jesus was also a great storyteller.  Some of the best lessons we learn from Jesus came in the form of a story.  The Bible often refers to these stories as parables.  Jesus knew how to tell a good story; maybe you have a favorite story from the Bible you like to share with your friends.   The stories in the Bible are often great tools for us to use when we are trying to share what we believe with others.  

Like Jesus, we are called to tell good stories.  “Go into the world. Go everywhere and announce the Message of God’s good news to one and all.” Mark 16:15 (The Message).  The good news is the story of Jesus and how He came to earth.  After Jesus’ death and resurrection, the story does not end, though.  

It continues with your story, the story of how Jesus is a part of your life.  We call this story our personal testimony.  When you tell the story of how Jesus lives in you, people can connect to your story in a meaningful way.  Practice sharing your story with friends, or ask if you can share your story with your church family or Sunday School class.  You can write your story down, or use art, music or even a video to tell your story.

By telling our stories, we can be like Jesus, sharing the good news with all the people we come in contact with and this allows Jesus to continue the best story of all.
