Here are several other suggestions to help you think of additional things to add to your emblem preparation.

One definition for communication could be, “The imparting or exchanging of information or news.”

Class Opener
[image: image1.wmf]Discuss how we give off non-verbal cues (folded arms, leaning forward to listen, texting while you are talking to them, etc). Consider decorating your meeting area before children arrive and ask how the decorations made them “feel” and what message they took from it.

Do a round of charades showing as many emotions as possible. These could include angry, sad, excited, deep thought, etc. Another option would be to act a short skit but each time the actor must do it with a certain attitude (angry, sad, happy, etc).

Non-verbal communication could include having your group prepare devotion in motion to do during the holiness meeting.

[image: image2.wmf]List all the ways you can think of to communicate. Some means of communication not listed in the current communications badge might include emails, blogs, texting, Facebook posts, tweeting, pen pals, etc.

Discuss the message your corps gives to first time visitors and how you can better communicate a welcome and God’s love on a Sunday morning. Include thoughts like programs, decorations, how clean the building is, greeters (what should they say), etc.

Optional exercise 1: Have your group make a short video commercial for your troop program. This could be played as a video announcement before church.

Optional exercise 2: Lead a testimony time during a praise and worship meeting, or write out your testimony or a praise report to be shared during a class to corps meeting. 

Optional exercise 3: Take turns each week being in charge of the prayer request list, asking for and writing down requests and leading prayer time.

Optional exercise 4: Have your group work on making a Corps Facebook page if you don’t currently have one – or put someone in charge of posting news or picture of corps events to add to your page for one week.
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Optional exercise 5: To communicate well with others, you need to also listen. In your devotional time with God, take time to sit quietly for 5 minutes listening to what God is saying to you and write down anything you feel Him saying to you, or what you hear Him “say” as you read your scripture. Take time to share one thought with your group.

Devotion 
Consider Psalm 145 as David (vs 21) says that his mouth will speak of praise to the Lord and then says, “Let every creature praise his holy name forever and ever.”

David says his mouth will speak (communicate) his praise of the Lord and that one generations will pass on the praises of God to the next. Take time to look at the praises David communicates to us. What attributes of God does David praise? End your devotion by having students share a praise report or mention qualities about God they appreciate.
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
