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GIRL GUARD
NOW YOU SEE IT
Prep for the Devotion 
Make a bulletin board ahead of time in the classroom (you may use poster board if there is not a bulletin board available) with the Scripture verse on it.  
Romans 1:19-21
For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—his eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that people are without excuse.
Place simple photographs representing God’s creation around the verse (sunsets, a single leaf, flower, cloud, grass, etc.) 

Keep a copy of each photograph for every Girl Guard.  

Devotion
As the girls enter give each one a photo and a pen.  Read the Scripture verse together.  
Share the following:

God passionately loves each one of us.  It is His desire that all people know Him personally.  For those of us who have been taught in Sunday School and Holiness Meetings (church) about God’s love we are truly blessed!  We have been given the Words of Life!  But many people, even our friends and family, may not know about God’s love and free gift of salvation.  God uses us, as believers to share His Truth.  He also uses His creation to reveal His glory.
I want each of you girls to look at the photographs you were given and think of how the object in the photo can be a tool to share about the Greatness of God.  (For example, if the photo is of a flower you can talk about God’s attention to detail.  How He wonderfully made each petal and took the time to give vibrant color to it.  This shows us how much God cares for His creation.  If there is a photo of a mountain you can focus on God’s power and strength.)
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Instruct each of the girls to write down their ideas on the back of the photo.  Then challenge them to give the photo to a friend or family member and share what they have written with them.

End by praying that God will use this simple tool for His Kingdom.

The following are helps for the requirements listed:

1. Make a scrapbook using all the techniques you learned from this requirement.  Title each page with the following: Focus, Subject, Composition and angles.
Make an example for the girls to look at before the girls begin.  Scrapbooks can be expensive, ask Corps members for donations or a local craft store for donations or other helps.

-Many local craft stores will offer  free scrapbook crop classes for kids and groups.  See if you can plan a trip to attend.  These classes are good because they provide a lot of tools and techniques that may be new to the girls.

2. Make a mural using the multiple photos taken from different angles.  Ask the Corps Officer to allow the girls to take pictures of the crest from multiple angles, and then make a bulletin board with a collage of the crest. (you could also use the flag or a cross)
