The numbers listed below correspond to the tasks for the Pathfinder emblem in the Girl Guard handbook.
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1. Plan two hikes of two miles each:

· To help find routes for hiking, check out the following website:
· http://www.mapmywalk.com/
· Select any location you plan to hike—an urban or rural location.

· As you click and virtually travel the route selected, it will calculate the distance traveled.

· Make a collage from the items you collected while on your hike. Some ideas:
· Make a collage that would have some permanence (i.e. to be stored in your GG notebook), attractively display and “set up” items, take pictures and make a photo collage, etc.
· Establish a collage theme prior to your hike and only collect items fitting within your theme.  For example: leaves, recyclable items, anything red, etc..  This will help you have a keen eye as you hike.

3.
Distress Signals

· Travel to a nearby location (or simply go somewhere on the Corps property) and make physical examples of a distress signal.  Some examples:

· [image: image2.wmf]Creating an SOS signal from large rocks

· Stamping SOS in the snow and making the letters visible (add color, rocks, greenery, etc.),
· Use a mirror to demonstrate how to reflect light to attract attention.

· Build a fire (making sure you obey all fire codes for your area – check with the local fire department first!).  Figure out how to make the smoke from the fire dark, which is a common distress signal (check out http://www.camping-field-guide.com/distress-signals.html for ideas).

Speak with a police officer about what you should and should not do if you get lost in the city. Share what you learn with your troop.

· Ask a police officer to come and share safety tips with your troop, or all the troops.

· If all your Corps troops cannot attend, have the GGs make a presentation to all the troops sharing what they learned.

· Make sure GGs have ICE (In Case of Emergency) information in their cell/smart phone’s contacts.                                                                                            Page 1 of 3

Secure a map of your city.  On the map, mark the locations of the places listed below (see GG handbook).
· Party Idea – Photo Scavenger Hunt

· Divide your troop into small groups, or travel in mass, and go to as many of the marked locations on your map as you can within a specific time.  
· At each location, ALL members of the group, and the map, must be in the photo.

· Photos can be taken with a phone or digital camera, whatever is available and easy.

· The photo must clearly show where the group is, as indicated on the map

· End the hunt at a fast food restaurant or grocery store and have a snack/treat!

· Upload the photos to a secure on-line site (something like flickr -  (http://www.flickr.com) so they can be viewed by all participants.
· Print out the photos and display them at the Corps.

Introducing the Topic:
· Pathfinding is all about charting a course and following the correct path.
· By following the correct path, you are sure to find your desired destination.

· In our lives with Christ, we need to follow the correct path.
Read Scripture: Matthew 7:13-14
13 “Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to destruction, and many enter through it. 14 But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a few find it.
Focus of Devotional Thought:
· We have a choice to make – which path will we follow

· Narrow Gate – Road that leads to life

· Path God wants us to choose will allow us to have eternal life  
· Not everyone chooses this correct path

· The choices we make every day:

· What we do

· What we say

· How we interact with others

· These choices keep us on one path or another
· Wide Gate – Broad road that leads to destruction

· This path will lead us away from God

· This road will secure our eternity in Hell, forever separated from God

· The world will try to entice us to follow this path

· We have to make the right choice – follow the correct path
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Conclusion/Application:
· Ask them: Which path will you choose?
· Challenge GGs to make a choice for Christ
