· Start by asking questions about what it is to pretend. 
· Have the children play animal charades and act out various emotions. 


Sing songs that involve motions 
- I may never march in the infantry
· The wise man built his house upon the rock
· With Jesus in the boat
· This little light of mine     
· Zacchaeus

Craft Idea:
· Make a mask and tell a story while wearing the mask. It could be an animal mask made out of a paper plate, then that animal is acted out. Or you could decorate a mask with feathers and tell a story of a bird. The kids have the opportunity to be very created and open ended with this.


Devotion: 
Hebrews 4:12a “God means what he says. What he says goes.”
God always tells the truth, and he never changes his mind. He is in charge and doesn’t hide himself from us. God doesn’t pretend with us.
