God’s Memory

Read Isaiah 49:15-16 (NCV)

“Can a woman forget the baby she nurses?  Can she feel no kindness for the child to whom she gave birth?  Even if she could forget her children, I will not forget you.  I have written your name on my hand.”

Where does the computer store information?  (Wait for answers) Yes, it processes information and writes that information to the hard drive and to its memory.

What does the computer memory do?  (Wait for answers)  Exactly, the memory stores information temporarily so that you can run a program; sometimes several programs at one time.  But what about the hard drive?  That’s right; information that is input into the computer is permanently etched on its hard drive.

How can we relate the computer, with its memory and hard drive to God and us?
