Boo Boo Bunnies

As a part of the First Aider activity, make Boo Boo Bunnies which can be used to soothe and distract children when they have minor scrapes or bruises.  These are a useful addition to any first aid kit.
For each child you will need the following supplies:

Plastic Easter egg

· Wash cloth

· Rubber band

· Large white pom-pom for tail

· Small pink pom-pom for nose

· (2) goggle eyes

· Glue
· Colored ribbon for bow
Instructions:

1. Place the washcloth on a tabletop and evenly roll the two opposite corners diagonally toward the middle. Fold the rolled washcloth in half to form a U.
2. Fold the cloth in half a second time.  Twist the rubber band tightly around the second fold to form the bunny's head. Gently pull apart the rolled ends that extend above the rubber band to form the bunny’s ears.
3. Glue the google eyes onto the face and the small pom-pom in place for a nose. Glue the large pom-pom onto the back of the original fold to serve as a cottony tail, and the bunny is finished.
4. Insert the Easter egg into the body portion of the bunny.  The egg can be popped out when you need to add an ice cube to help soothe an unexpected bump or bruise. 
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Devotional
Scripture:  Luke 10:29-37 (Read the Scripture from a children’s Bible or easy to read translation.)
Lesson:
 In the Bible lesson, how was a man hurt? [Allow children to answer.]  

There are many things that can hurt children.  Sometimes children are hurt by evil people, like the robbers in the story Jesus told.  Sometimes children are hurt because ordinary people do nothing to help them.  How many people in the lesson walked past the hurt man and pretended not to see him? [Allow children to answer.]  Which man was the good neighbor?  [Allow children to answer.]  
Little children get hurt often.  Sometimes they fall and scrape a knee, Sometimes they get stung by mosquitoes. How can you be a good neighbor when someone is hurt? [Allow children to answer.]  
Little kids may not be able to do a lot of things, but with our Boo Boo Bunnies, we can do something.  We can be good neighbors.  

When someone is hurt, all you have to do is pop a piece of ice into your bunny and let your neighbor use it.  I bet that would make her feel a lot better.  You know what, I think that would make Jesus happy, too.
We are going to pray together.  Then, you can take your bunny home with you to help you remember to be a good neighbor.
