Here are some suggestions to help you think of additional things to add to your emblem preparation.

One definition for heritage could be “valued objects and qualities such as cultural traditions that have been passed down from previous generations.”

Class opener: Discuss any habits or sayings that they do that are just like their parents.

Have students write out any faith traditions they have been taught by their families.

Ask students if they have any family heirlooms that have been passed down to them or their family. Make a small presentation or report with pictures, or the actual item if it can be brought in, to share its significance to your family.

Discuss Salvation Army heritage: What are some things we do today that were passed on from the 1800’s?

Outing suggestion: Visit a local cultural fair.

Party suggestion: Have each student come dressed in a costume or clothing from their country of origin, or have kids bring family scrapbooks to share. You could have a potluck of foods from your country of origin or simply share one of your family’s favorite foods.

Here are some verses to consider for a devotional thought on our new identity and heritage in Christ. It doesn’t matter as much where you come from, but more importantly that you are now part of God’s family.
