3. Organization:
a. Everyone has a different way of organizing, find out what system you prefer and stick with it. 

b. Small bins, baskets, containers can help keep little accessories like hats, scarves and other small items organized and out of the way. 

c. Hanging up clothes in the closet helps you keep your clothes from getting wrinkled. You could even go as far as organizing your clothes by color and style. Next time you are looking for your pink sleeveless shirt, it will be easier to find!
4. What happens if you have a last minute guest coming over to your house? These are a few ways to clean up that only take a total of 15 minutes to complete!

a. Grab your supplies. You may already have a hamper, trash can, or toy box in your room. Use the list below to gather the things you need to clean your room. b. Grab all dirty clothing and put it in a hamper. I know the dirty clothes in your room are probably near the hamper, but we want to actually put them in the hamper. Don't worry about unfolding your socks or turning clothes right side out. We'll do that when we sort out the laundry. 

c.   Grab all trash and put it in the trash can. Don't worry about anything but trash right now. Pick up all the obvious trash and throw it in the can. 

d. Make the bed. If making the bed seems like a waste of time, humor me. Smooth out the sheets. Smooth out the blanket or comforter. Fluff your pillows. Stand back and take a quick look at the bed. It looks much neater, not necessarily better, just neater. On the plus side, you're not as likely to lose things in your bed when it's neat.
e. Grab all the clean clothes and refold or re-hang. This is where that made bed comes in handy. If you have a lot of clothes to refold or re-hang you can neatly stack them on your bed to remind you to fold them later. This saves you a little time now, keeps the room looking neat, and makes sure you will be reminded to fold them before trying to crawl into bed.

f. Pickup all the toys from the floor, bed, desk, etc. Put them into a toy box, pet net, or wherever they belong. Don't worry about sorting out what toy goes with what piece, etc. Just put them all into the box. 

g. Pickup all the items that don't belong in the room and place them in a basket, box, or bag. We're not worrying about placing the items where they belong right now. Just put them all in a basket for now. 

h.  Sweep and mop, or vacuum. Don't worry about moving furniture to do this.

i. Put away all of your supplies. That's it. You're done. Does it look like a place you'd actually like to live in?
