Fairy Tale Time
Background
For generations, children have listened to and learned from fairy tales.  Enhance the Sunbeam Reader activity by focusing on a fairy tale theme.  
Ask each Sunbeam to bring in a favorite fairy tale book to read to the troop. (Be sensitive to nonreaders.)  Invite special guest readers (parents, corps officer, mayor, etc.) to come in and read their own favorite fairy tale story to the girls.
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What is a Fairy Tale? 
1. A fairy tale usually begins with the words, “Once upon a time.”
2. The story is almost always about a princess, prince or other royal person.

3. At the end of the story, good is rewarded and evil is punished.

4. A fairy tale usually ends with the words, “And they all lived happily ever after.”

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Enhancements
Plan a fairy tale princess themed slumber party.  Eat royal treats.  Paint royal toes.  Make jewelry fit for a princess.  Then watch a favorite fairy tale princess video.

Devotional
Purpose:  To understand that God values the people who belong to Him.

Scripture:  Deuteronomy 7:6, NLT

“For you are a holy people, who belong to the Lord your God.  Of all the people on earth, the Lord your God has chosen you to be His own special treasure.”

Time:  5 - 10 minutes

As we were reading, did you notice all the treasures in fairy tale stories?  Sometimes the treasure is money, gold or jewels.  Other times the treasures are love, friends, family or happiness.

Ask:  What are your treasures?  (Allow responses.)  Everyone has things they treasure.  You may treasure your DVD collection, computer, a special necklace that belonged to your grandmother or your favorite pet.  

How do you care for your treasures?  How would you feel if something happened to one of your treasure?  (Allow responses.)
What do you think God treasures?  (Allow responses.)  God made so many wonderful things.  The mountains, seashores, and beautiful flowers are all blessed by His touch, but there is something more special than those.  Let’s look in God’s Word to see what He treasures.  

Read:  Deuteronomy 7:6, NLT.  (See above.)
When you give your heart to God you become His child . . . His treasure.  Knowing that God treasures you should bring you peace and happiness.  Are you His child?   

Close With Prayer
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
