Follow the Leader??
Most of us like to explore new territories.  Can you remember going on a trip somewhere with your family or school trip?  Do you remember what kind of transportation you took?  It might’ve been an airplane, school bus, subway or even your car.  All of these are forms of transportation.
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Can you tell me about this trip and what you did and what type of transportation you took?  (Encourage the girls to share this trip and transportation with you)

What kind of transportation do we use?

Plan a trip with your girls to use public transportation?  Choose a destination of interest and go there as a group?  Study the route you will take together and determine the easiest way to get there?

Have the girls take notes of what they saw on their ride.  Encourage them to pay attention to the different stops they make.

After they get back have them compare the trip with each other and share what they saw.  Some girls are more observant and may be able to help another with what was on the trip.

Let’s get back to Nature:

Plan a picnic for the girls.  Have them eat and then give them a bag to collect different nature things.  (i.e. moss, flowers, tree bark, pine cones, leaves).  Also have them make notes of the different birds and insects.  If any of them had anything extra special share it with the group.

On the picnic ahead of time be sure you have a trail they can follow and give them directions of what to look for and to have them stay on the trail.  Make sure ahead of time the items you give them on the list are on this trail.
For a special reminder the following week help the girls make a scrap book of their transportation and trip and then also add their notes and pictures of the picnic.

If you have extra time you can always allow the girls to play follow the leader and have each one take a turn leading in many twisty turn ways.
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Devotional
Many times we get lost and don’t know how to find our way.  Have you ever taken a trip and there is a detour not letting you go down the street you need to?  Or what about made a left when there should’ve been a right?  It doesn’t take long to get off track.  One wrong move and everything gets all messed up.

Our lives are very much just like that.  If we don’t stay on the straight path and we tend to 
follow others they may lead us off the path.  Once we get sidetracked it is hard to find our way back.  There is one leader we can know that will always keep us on the right track if we follow Him.  Jesus!

Jesus will lead us where we need to go and stay with us the entire time.  Did you know that He doesn’t want us to get lost and will direct all of our steps?  Let’s look at some verses together that share with us how Jesus is our leader on the path.
