SUNBEAM
WORLD KNOWLWDGE

Around the World in 80 Minutes
In this activity, Sunbeams will apply their world knowledge to making a travel book describing a country of their choosing.
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Materials
White paper in varying sizes (for making flags)

Markers

Encyclopedias

Atlases

Resource materials    
World Map

Pushpins

Set-up
Have each Sunbeam select a country to research and present at the next troop meeting. Use pushpins with each member’s name on to indicate the selected location on the map of the world for which the student will be presenting. Have resource books like encyclopedias or printed materials available for Sunbeams to use in their research.
Activity
Part 1 (week 1)
After each Sunbeam has selected their country, show them how to use an atlas to look up a picture of their country’s flag. Distribute paper and markers for Sunbeams to draw the flag of their country.

Each Sunbeam will research and present on a country of their choosing. Each person will present a “travel book” describing three places of interest in the country that they would like to visit, three foods that they would like to taste, and one person of note who has come from that country. They will also be asked to describe a cultural tradition of interest from their country and locate the capitol of their country on the map of the world. Sunbeams can get as creative as they want with these travel itineraries by making a book or a tri-fold of their information and pictures.
In this first part of the activity, assist Sunbeams with research books (encyclopedias and other resources) to show them how to find information on their country of choice.
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Part 2 (week 2)
Have the Sunbeams present their travel itineraries.
Devotion
